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“Speak Up” BNU’s English Corner

45-minute course over five weeks

Overview:Speak Up is an optional 5 week — 45 minute extracurricular conversational class taught to

undergraduate non English majors between week 3 and week 7. Speak Up are English corner activities which
emphasize less on teaching and more on creating an English speaking environment. Following the ESL teaching
approach “Engage, Study, Activate, Feedback” (ESAF) students will be more engaged in the English speaking
process. Classes should be attended consecutively throughout the 5-week period, but seats are limited to a
maximum of 60 participants (first come-first available seating and additional seating will not be available.) It’s
suggested that students arrive at least 10 minutes prior to class time to ensure participation in class. All
participating students will be given a stamp card, each week cards will be stamped and five total stamps means

completion of the course.

®  Engage (introduction): get students interested in the lesson.

®  Study (input): focus students on the language and information (limiting teacher talk time.)

®  Activate (output): encourage students to put into practice what they are learning by encouraging “student

talk” such as group work, role plays, games, discussions or creative writing.

®  Feedback (immediate or delayed): provide constructive feedback.

Objectives: Students should be able to:

1. Overcome the invisible barrier of shyness and to feel more comfortable speaking English.
2. Build vocabulary.

3. Improve overall language development skills.

4. Be more engaged in the English learning process.
